THE WAY TO DEVELOP SPEAKING SKILLS

introduced. When teacher utters the word with proper pronunciation, the students can imitate the 

teacher aptly. Acquisition of more vocabulary helps good and fluent communication. Teachers 

help the students to develop vocabulary by introducing different language games such as word 

antakshari, memory game, classification of objects, asking questions and answering with reason, 

word building, etc  because games create meaningful context for language use. Group activities 

in the language classroom which help the learners to develop their listening and speaking skills 

should be conducted very often. 

SUGGESTIONS TO IMPROVE COMMUNICATION 

 Language should be taught with energetic mood when the learners feel fresh. 

 More hours should be allotted for English subject. 

 Learners should be given opportunity to develop accuracy and fluency in speaking 

 ‘Chalk and Talk’ methodology should be avoided. 

  More exposure should be given to promote language competence. 

 Teachers should use only English to communicate with the students. 

 Learners should use the language spontaneously and creatively 

 Make them to have a hot conversation on a topic that they want to talk about. 

 Give them the majority of control to talk either in group or individual. 

 Make them to listen to English News and read News paper every day  

 Providing them comprehensible input by manipulating their language proficiency 

 Organising some of the clubs to improve their communication skill such as  

 Pronunciation clubs 
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 Reading clubs 

 Movie clubs 

 Acting Clubs 

 Eng-Café activity club, etc.  

CONCLUSION 

 Lack of exposure makes English learning difficult to students especially hailing from rural 

areas. So the language teachers should play a major role of a creator in multi lingual class.
